Welcome to our Luke Project! One of the responses that I received from those who participated in our Community of Psalmists was that they would like to try the same interactive format with another book of the Bible. This study will be similar to our Psalm project with some improvements suggested by the participants.

This introductory section contains “The Plan” for our immersion in the Gospel of Luke. As with so much in life, you yourself will determine how much of a blessing you derive from this project. If you sow sparingly, you will reap sparingly; if you sow liberally, you will reap an abundant harvest—God’s word will not return to him void.

What I hope to do is give you the tools, week by week, to benefit from studying, praying, meditating and living in Luke’s Gospel. That last dimension: living in Luke’s Gospel, may sound a little strange, but that is our goal. As we live in this Gospel we will live out from it.

My prayer is that through this journey in the Gospel of Luke, Jesus will become more vivid, more real to you. If that occurs, many things will take care of themselves: you will grow more like him; you will be more of a faithful witness to him; your light will shine in this darkling world. 

I commend each of you into the hands of the Holy Spirit. I commend this season of believing in the Gospel, the Good Story, into his care and supervision—for the office of the Holy Spirit is to make Jesus more real to us. Let us see Jesus!

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The Plan

· The Notebook. Your notebook contains four sections. At present you have a provisional Table of Contents, to which you will add items as they are given out. At the end of the project I will issue a full table of contents. 

· Section I (this section) is the Introduction to the project that will get you started. 

· Section II will contain various Articles designed to help you in your study of Luke. I will write them as we go along and hand them out to you from time to time on Sundays. 

· Section III is where you should put the Commentary which I aim to issue week by week for the coming week’s readings. 

· Section IV is the Journal section and contains notebook paper for you write your thoughts and prayers.

· The Daily Readings. Our journey through Luke’s Gospel has a personal side and a corporate side. The Daily Readings are the foundation of the personal side. A Schedule of Daily Readings in Luke is included in this introductory section. It will take you from November 30, 2008 through April 22, 2009. It divides up the 24 chapters of Luke into small daily readings. It also contains some readings from other parts of Scripture that will enrich your reading of Luke. I have placed a Scotch tape tab on the Schedule for easy location.

· The Prayer Journal. Use the Journal section for your prayer and meditation diary. Write down your reflections, thoughts and prayers that come to mind after you have read the passage for the day. This is the critical piece of the project for your own spiritual growth. The major difference between this project and the last is that you don’t need to help me earn a doctorate. You won’t need to submit your prayer journal for me to read. It is for you and the Lord.

· Sharing from your Journal. Although your prayer journal is private, there may be some entries that you feel would edify the rest of us. We will be discussing ways in which we may share our experiences and insights with one another—an important part of the corporate side to the project.

· What Bible should I use? You have received a TNIV (Today’s New International Version) of Luke and Acts in a handy and easy to read format. But you are not limited to this version. In fact, you will need your own Bible to cover all the readings in the Schedule and look up verses. This Kingdom Come/Kingdom Go TNIV only lists the verses covered page by page. However, even if you use only the TNIV you should be able to judge in most cases where the readings begin and end.

· Sunday Sermon. Each Sunday I will preach and teach from one of the passages listed in your reading chart in the vicinity of that Sunday. As we move through Luke, we will be in sync with the major holidays and feasts in the church calendar. During Advent we will consider Luke 1. At Christmastide we will encounter Luke 2. We will cover Jesus’ life and ministry during the following months. Leading up to Easter we deal with the Lord’s Passion and at Eastertide we will consider the glad tidings of his Resurrection.

· Summary. The personal side will be your own reading, meditation and prayer journaling. The corporate side will be the Sunday Service and whatever means we agree on to share our insights with one another. If you are diligent to do your part, you will have a unique document at the end—some of it written by Luke, some of it written by me and some of it written by you. We trust that by the miracle of the New Covenant the Gospel will be written more deeply on your heart.
The Reading Schedule

The Reading Schedule is on the page which follows. Many in the previous project mentioned that one of the most gratifying things about their participation was the feeling of accomplishment when they completed a reading and checked off a box. So each reading is listed in a box you can check when you are done.

Should you check the box after reading or after making your journal entry? I would say go ahead and check it after your reading. You would be dating your journal entries anyway and so you will have your record of writings there no matter what.

I have listed some Old Testament Scripture passages, especially during Advent. These are not only prophetic of the Lord’s coming but also tell of instances that foreshadow or contain a narrative or poetic resonance with the story in Luke. Reading them and meditating on them will enhance your reading of Luke.

I have printed the Schedule on heavy stock and have placed a little Scotch tape tab on it so you may refer to it easily.
